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What is the guideline by which families are included in

the lists of families entitled to Zakat in the Committee?

After collecting the family>s data and confirming it with the official documents that
prove the family eligibility to be helped. This is done by applying the following formula:

Family income (salary, .....) minus family expenses (debts, rent, ...)

The remaining amount after the subtraction is divided by the total family members. If a
member is equal to or less than the sufficiency threshold of 70 OMR, the name of that family
is registered in the lists of worthy to be supported.

(TheZakat Committee inthe Wilayat of Seeb has currently set 70 OMR as the sufficiency limit)

In its wide sense, the endowment is the clearest expression of the permanent voluntary charity. Indeed,
it has some characteristics and features that distinguish from other types of charities due to its unlimited
advantages and the wideness of its horizons, as well as the ability to develop methods of dealing with it.
All of this has ensured that the Muslim community is surrounded with compassion and harmony among its
members throughout the ages in different aspects such as political, economic, and social during the past
fourteen centuries. The endowment (wagf) system is an important source for the vitality and effectiveness
of community, and it is considered a vivid embodiment of the values of social solidarity that are transmitted
from one generation to another.

Most of researchers consider the endowment (waqgf) system as one of the important foundations for a
comprehensive Islamic renaissance in its various dimensions such as economic, social, political, and
scientific aspects. As a result, the attention has turned to the endowment (waqf) again after its great role
was absent for decades. This shows that endowment (Wagf) is the right seed for the beginning of the
comprehensive renaissance of all areas of life in the Muslim Ummah.

One of the benefits of the endowment is being closer to Allah and obeying His commands by the means of
giving and spending towards charities as the endowment is an ongoing charity.

Second, it achieves the principle of solidarity and harmony between the members of the Ummabh.
Third, it creates a social balance where love and brotherhood prevail all over.
Thus, endowment is an approach where money can be generated and invested for the future generations.

Throughout history, the endowment has been one of the main tributaries of the House of Money (Bait Al
Ma’al). Its proceeds are spent on various projects, including religious and health institutions, as well as
many educational and other public facilities.

What calls for adopting this path is the positive results expected from the endowment. Thus, it
plays a vital role in the field of social care. The purpose behind it is that the endowment and
its management are not possessed by official procedures which means, it is more flexible and
adjustable. This flexibility is what social welfare programs need in general, away from the rigidness
of routine and restricted regulations.




B Introduction

Since the sun of guidance arises through the mission of Muhammad, may Allah’s prayers and
peace be upon him, humanity has illuminated with the lights of the message that eliminate the
darkness and delusions of the ignorance.

The Sharia has combined, for its followers, all the interests of religion, the worldly life (Dunya), the
present and future matters.

One of the manifestations of the mercy of Allah is the endowment, which is holding an asset and getting
benefit from it. The endowment has a great message that achieves goals which human souls aspire to
fulfil. Also, it preserves the religion, generations, and wealth.

Endowment is a form of the ongoing charity in which the Prophet Mohummed said, may Allah’s
prayers and peace be upon him: Abu Huraira: “When a person dies, all their deeds end except
three: a continuing charity, beneficial knowledge, and a child who prays for them” (Hadith,
Muslim).

Islam has opened many sources for the sake of others, some of which are obligatory, such
as Zakat, Kafarat (Expiations) and vows. Those are considered as obligatory duties towards
Muslim and Humanity. While, other sources are what is a form of a purely voluntary nature, such
as Sadaqat and endowments (Wagf). When a Muslim voluntarily gives his money to charities, he
embodies the mercy given within Islam to all human beings.
